A Message from the Health Officereé

| am pleased to present our Annual Report for fiscal year 2009. This report provides an overview of the
many diverse services offered to the citizens of Delta and Menominee counties by your local health
department. The title, Connecting Our Communities, conveys our vision of Public Health as a
collaborative partner bringing together resources and services to positively impact the overall health and
safety of our communities.

The many services and activities described within this report could not be provided without the support of
our Board of Health and the County Boards of Commissioners, our community partners, dedicated
employees, and loyal customers. We are particularly proud of the following accomplishments which took
place during 2009:

i Staff of Public Health, Delta & Menominee Counties (PHDM) led the local response to the HIN1
pandemic flu outbreak resulting in broad participation by healthcare providers, schools, nurse
volunteers, pharmacies, the media and many others in the H1IN1 vaccination campaign.

i Michigan Local Public Health Accreditation On -Site Review, which is conducted every three years,
reported excellent compliance with program standards and many areas of special recognition for
the services provided by PHDM staff.

i Alcohol & Other Drug Prevention staff received a Setting the Example Award from the Michigan
Office of Highway Safety Planning for their efforts in reducing injuries and deaths caused by
alcohol-related traffic crashes.

i Community Health Promotion and Prevention staff experienced continued success with grants
which fund projects such as Building Healthy Communities, Safe Routes to School, Mommy & Me,
Healthy As Can Be, and Reducing Underage Alcohol Use.

Decreases in funding resulted in a number of changes to programs and services in 2009. The Menominee
Alcohol & Other Drug Services (AODS) office (which had been housed in a separate location) was closed,
and staff relocated to the Stephenson Annex and the Menominee Health Department. Reduced funding
has also forced both AODS and Family Planning programs to reduce the number of people being served
despite continued high demand. These are very difficult but necessary changes to assure the longterm
financial stability of the Health Department.

The Board of Health and PHDM staff remain committed to protecting the health of the public and
participating with community partners in seeking new ways to most effectively meet community needs.
